THUNDERBIRD SAFETY

Well the summer weather is finally here and we"ea lour first official 100 degree day. With the wamweather also comes the
hazard of heat injury. Most of us don't give a setéhought to things like ‘heat stress index’ anakmprivate jokes about weathgr
statements that say, ‘The temperature outside degbees, but it's going to feel like 105 degreesalnse of the relative humidity.’
While true, this is a warning that heat injury isna likely during humid weather. As the moisturghe air increases, it diminishes
our body’'s ability to cool itself through the praeseof evaporation. The body sweats to moisten tuy land air moving over th
moist skin evaporates, cooling the body. Duringhhigimidity conditions, the air traveling over thedy doesn't evaporate as well
and thus the body can’t cool itself as effectively.
There are many forms of heat injury, but all thet three start with the same condition; dehydrafidrose injuries include;

Heat rash

Sunburn

Heat cramps

Heat Exhaustion

Heat Stroke
Heat Rashis of course the least serious and appears aspypiash that occurs in areas that tend to swéatt & is best treated b
cooling the area and using powder to keep thedmeand cool.
Sunburn is more serious, diminishing the body’s abilitydool itself. We've all been sunburned at some timeur lives, while
painful is also not to be taken too lightly; it ceause death. If suffering the pain of sunburn] to® area with a cool (not cold) wet
cloth, or dampen the area with a non-alcohol mdiztu. If blisters form, DO NOT pop the blisters @yver them with butter. Less
serious blisters can be treated with a non-fragranaisturizer.
The next three forms of heat injury all share a cmn symptomPehydration.
Heat Cramps attack muscles in the stomach, legs, and armsse@ialoy Dehydration and Electrolyte imbalance isleagated by
moving victim to a shaded cool area and re-hydgat8ports drinks work well in this scenario.
Heat Exhaustioncan include cramps, as well as heavy sweatingsaswomiting, dizziness, paleness, and breathidchaart-rate
changes. The victim is best treated by loweringvibBm’s body temperature. Get out of the sun fgnably a cool place), removin'W
excess clothing and placing cool (but not very rdddvels on the extremities. Misting the body amttemities is also effective i
cooling the body.
Heat Stroke is by far the most serious and requires immedizdical attention. Call 911 and try and make tlotimi comfortable.
Symptoms include; elevated body temperature, alesehsweating, and confusion. Do not give the mictinything to drink as thi
may cause complications. Okay, now the big questidaw Do | Prevent Heat Injury”?
Check the daily weather forecast for your areacdpare to the heat stress index chart. (See below)

Avoid direct sunlight (at least limit your exposuteit). Wear loose fitting and light colored cloth and hats. Drink lots of water mr
sports drinks. Take frequent breaks. Carry ‘codlsuypplies such as, Ice chest with ice, Towels, &Var sports drinks, and maylje
even an Umbrella.

Now that we are aware of the dangers and have abtdaken all possible precautions, we can relakeajoy the hobby we all love
